Trees and branches are falling, often times during events on the grounds. Removal of these trees has become a frequent and necessary occurrence for public safety.

The Wyoming Board of Agriculture has initiated a new tree program and we are asking for your support to replant trees on the State Fair Grounds. This new exciting program, “A Living Legacy”, will be a continuous program, with the first planting of trees occurring this spring and a celebration at the 2006 State Fair.

We are inviting everyone to help us with this project by donating funds to purchase trees, complete with plaques, in support of this multi-year program.
